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A Look Back...

“Over this past summer, the CCC was blessed to have Maria Pirraglia as an intern to volunteer her time and creativity to help our
Director of Development in the CCC office. While she was new to our office, she is not new to the CCC family. Chaplain Dewey
met Maria and her family in January of 2002. I was privileged to get to know Maria over this past summer, and with her consent,
would like to share her story of how she came to know Chaplain Dewey and the CCC.”............ Kimberly Strang

Maria’s father, Tony Pirraglia, worked as a Liver Transplant Coordinator as well as a part time employee of MeducareAir. On the
night of January 19, 2002 he was assisting with a three car accident. As he approached one of the cars involved in the accident to
ask if they needed assistance, the passenger pulled out a gun, shot and killed him. The shooter then began running down the street
injuring Mandy Larson, a female NICU nurse, and killing Dennis LaPage, a Charleston Police Officer. Several Chaplains from
the CCC responded to the scene to offer care and support. At the time of the accident, Maria was only 11 years old, so she says
many of the details directly after the accident will always be a bit hazy. However during the emotional aftermath of losing her
father, Maria remembers meeting Chaplain Dewey, as he stepped forward to offer counseling and support to the Piraglia family by
flying to Pittsburgh, PA to attend the funeral.

Chaplain Dewey has since become a member of Maria’s extended family and
continues to offer support to her family. Maria is now a nursing student at USC,
Spartanburg. She has decided to follow in her father’s footsteps because she felt that
she wanted to carry on her father’s legacy, but now that some time has passed Maria
said, “I know now that it is my calling to take care of other people.”

The CCC is so blessed to have met Maria and her family as she will always be a part
of the CCC family. Due to Chaplain Dewey’s close relationship with the Pirraglia
family, Maria hopes that one day when she decides to marry, that Chaplain Dewey
will be the one to perform the ceremony. Maria adds, “That is of course, that
whoever the groom may be meets Father Rob’s qualifications!”

The inside scoop on one of our volunteer ChaplainsChaplain Byron Foster

Where are you from?1 am from Charleston and I’'m married with three children - all girls!!! T work for Charleston County
Department of Revenue Collections.

How did you come to know the CCC?I met one of the CCC’s former Chaplains and asked her a bit about the organization.
After talking to her, I realized that becoming a volunteer Chaplain was definitely something I wanted to do.

Do you pastor a church?1 am an ordained Baptist Minister, a member of New Ashley Baptist Church and I pastor the Center
Missionary Baptist Church in Summerville.

Is there one particular call that you went on that stands out to you?The very first call that I ever went on was a suicide.

This individual was clearly going through a very difficult time in her life, and her mother wasn’t even aware of what she had been
going through. This call stuck with me not only because it was my first call out, but I couldn’t imagine what this bright young
woman was going through that she felt the needed to take her own life.

Was there an event that led to you deciding to become a member of clergi®, only that
I was willing to be obedient when I heard the “call”.

“Our job is to bring comfort to these families when they are going through the most
unimaginable times. What helps me is to be able to look at them face to face and to see the
pain they are going through. This helps me to be able to communicate and empathize with
them.”

“It used to be hard for me to go on these tragic scenes and then go home and act as if nothing y
had happened. Now that I have been doing this for awhile, I am able to compartmentalize, and
take it out a little at a time and deal with some of the grief that I see in people, as I help them
navigate through their pain.”
