Dear Rev. Dewey, 

 This letter is long overdue.  On July 9th my daughter, Rebecca, was swimming with a friend off 

the sandbar at Sullivan's Island.  She and her best friend Anna from college were swept out in a rip tide.  

She spent a long time trying to help her friend relax, swim with the current and survive.  She finally left 

her friend telling her to float along and that she would swim to shore and get help.  Rebecca said that the 

Sullivan's Island lighthouse looked like it was an inch tall from where they were.  By the grace of God 

she was able to swim in.  A bystander on the beach saw her and swam toward her giving her courage to 

get all the way into shore.  Unfortunately, her friend was lost. 

 By the time my husband and I arrived on the beach the first responders were searching for Anna 

and caring for Rebecca.  Chaplain Doug Farmer was there.  He ministered to us as we tried to calm our 

daughter.  He helped me to call Anna's mother in New York.  He was a calming force in our sea of 

terror.   

 Anna had come to visit Rebecca the night before.  She and another friend from college had 

flown in, and Rebecca had taken them directly to the beach.  Anna wanted nothing more than to swim in 

the Atlantic Ocean.  The other friend was on the beach when the drowning occurred.  I am eternally 

grateful to Chaplain Farmer.  He was calm and supportive when we were clearly not.  He went above and 

beyond to help a young man who truly was not interested in being helped.  While my daughter is 

recovering, still grieving, she is going to survive and move on with her life.   

 I have always been a fan of the Coastal Crisis Chaplaincy program and have been impressed in 

the past with your chaplains when we have needed them at Trident Academy.   I wanted to make sure that 

Chaplain Doug Farmer knows that we appreciate his gentle spirit, his care and concern, and his work.
